b. Should include a detailed description of HOW it works and helps the environment

c. Create an iMovie/adobe flash to show to the class about your article

d. Any other details (what drove the person to come up with it, costs, investors, Shark Tank maybe)

3. You will show your iMovie/adobe flash to the class on Dec. 3.  

4. How is it graded:  

· 8 points to the quiz-understanding of the topic is evident, iMovie contains 3 pictures and 6 interesting facts about the article, catches the class’s attention. 

· 10 points to the quiz-you are a MASTER at this topic, IMovie contains more than 3 pictures, a video and 10 interesting facts about the article, Steven Spielberg wants to hire you as an editor.
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
