Student Choice Activities



Create a ChoiceBoard
Choiceboards give ownership to the students.  They are in charge of how they learn a concept.  Once a student takes ownership of content, he/she will internalize the information in a way that is meaningful....not "because my teacher is making me learn this."  A choiceboard is basically a graphic organizer where the student chooses how he/she will learn a concept.  You can organize the choiceboard in several different ways.

1st way:   Students need to finish one square before they move on to the next one.
2nd way:  Students can randomly choose the assignments in different squares.
3rd way:   Student must go through the middle square (there would be a required assignment that you want all the kids to do)

4th way:  Any other way you can think to give your kids more ownership of the content
